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Commons Act 1285 

1285 c. 46 13_Edw_1 

Whereas in a Statute made at Merton, it was granted that Lords of 
Wastes, Woods, and Pastures, might approve the said Wastes, 
Woods, and Pastures, notwithstanding the Contradiction of their 
Tenants, so that the Tenants had sufficient Pasture to their Tenements 
with free Egress and Regress to the same: And Forasmuch as no 
Mention was made between Neighbours and Neighbours, many 
Lords of Wastes, Woods, and Pastures, have been hindered 
heretofore by the Contradiction of Neighbours having sufficient 
Pasture: And because foreign Tenants have no more Right to 
Common in the Wastes, Woods, or Pastures of any Lord than the 
Lord’s own Tenants; It is Ordained, That the Statute of Merton, 
provided between the Lord and his Tenants, from henceforth shall 
hold Place between Lords of Wastes, Woods, and Pastures, and their 
Neighbours; Saving sufficient Pasture to their Tenants and 
Neighbours, so that the Lords of such Wastes, Woods, and Pastures, 
may make Approvement of the Residue. And this shall be observed 
for such as claim Pasture as appurtenant to their Tenements. But if 
any do claim Common by special Feoffment or Grant for a certain 
Number of Beasts, or otherwise which he ought to have of common 
Right, whereas Covenant barreth the Law, he shall have such 
Recovery as he ought to have had by Form of the Grant made unto 
him: By occasion of a Windmill, Sheepcote, Deyry, inlarging of a 
Court necessary, or Courtelage, from henceforth no Man shall be 
grieved by Assise of Novel Disseisin for Common of Pasture. 

This Act is also known as the Statute of Westminster. The original text of the Act 
was not modern English. In summary the Statute allows Lords to approve 
Common against their neighbours, leaving them sufficient. The Commons Act 
1285 was repealed 723 years later by the Commons Act 2006.

II. ENGLAND, THE COMMONS, AND THE ENGLISH 

Common Land 

“And also it is agreed that no person shall use or enjoy any of the commons or 

liberties of commonage, within the bounds of limits of the said town or places 

of Cottenham Commonable, for any longer time than his family be or shall be 

inhabiting or resident in Cottenham aforesaid, and that he keep no house in 

any other place…; neither shall any person or persons common or use any 

feeding or pasture in common but only for one tenement, and that for the 

tenement whereupon he or his family dwelleth or coucheth.” 

Articles of Agreement for managing the common waste at Cottenham, 1596 

The concept of the common at one time was well known throughout England. From 

before the Norman Conquest right up until the early part of the 19
th 

century in some 

areas arable and pasture were managed ‘in common’. But this was not the unregulated 

common depicted by Garret Hardin which resulted in tragic consequences for those 

with common rights. Common fields and ‘waste of the manor’ were strictly regulated 

and managed sustainably for hundreds of years. Rights were assigned and those who 

broke the rules were punished. But the history of the common lands of England is also 
th th 

tied up with enclosure, which went on from the 15 century up to the mid-19 century, 

during the latter part of which the process was aided by Parliament. It was a removal of 

rights, the positive and negative impacts of which are still debated today. 

Starting in the late 19
th 

century, however, with the Commons Act 1876, the process of 

enclosure has been halted. The rapid industrialisation and urbanisation of England led 

to a demand for open spaces for fresh air and recreation, and the commons were the 

ideal areas taken over and managed through boards of Conservators set up by the 1876 

(and later 1899) Acts of Parliament. Throughout the whole of the 20
th 

century there 

was only one significant piece of legislation, the Commons Registration Act 1965, which 

required for the first time that common land and rights of common be registered. It is 

also generally accepted as being one of the worst pieces of legislation ever adopted and 

was fully repealed by the Commons Act 2006. The Commons Act 2006 has corrected 

many of the flaws in the system for registering common rights, provided greater 

protection for commons, and provided for the creation of new management bodies, 

commons councils, with statutory powers.

Commons Act 2006 

26 Establishment 

…A body corporate established under this section is to be known as a “commons 

council”. A commons council is to be established by order. 

1) An order under section 26 is to confer on a commons council functions relating to any 

one or more of the following— 

(a) the management of agricultural activities on the land for which the council is 

established; (b) the management of vegetation on the land; (c) the management of 

rights of common on the land. 

31 Functions 

The functions which may be conferred on a commons council under subsection (1) 

include in particular functions of— 

(a) making rules relating to agricultural activities, the management of 

vegetation and the exercise of rights of common on the land for which the 

council is established; 

(b) making rules relating to the leasing or licensing of rights of common; 

(c) preparing and maintaining a register of grazing; 

(d) establishing and maintaining boundaries; 

(e) removing unlawful boundaries and other encroachments; 

(f) removing animals unlawfully permitted to graze. 

(4) Rules made by virtue of subsection (3)(a) may have the effect of— 

(a) limiting or imposing conditions on the exercise of rights of common over, or the 

exercise of rights to use the surplus of, the land for which the council is established; 

(b) requiring the provision of information to the commons council in relation to the 

exercise of those rights. 
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III. OVERVIEW OF THE CONFERENCE 

The conference is focused on the theme of sharing experiences in managing commons. 

There is a huge repository of knowledge across the world on managing resources held in 

common. There is now a growing recognition that vital ecological systems, such as the 

global atmosphere, are commons resources, yet those with the most experience of 

managing commons often have little or no input into the political processes affecting 

the future of such commons. This conference is hopefully one small step towards that 

larger goal. 

With this in mind we have designed a conference that encourages delegate interaction 

and participation in the sessions and have created a varied programme including: 

• Plenary sessions with key note speakers. 

• Traditional paper presentations in themed panels. 

• ‘aqua vitae’ presentations to maximise audience involvement. 

• Policy fora will bring together policy makers, practitioners and academics. 

• Round table discussions for more in-depth discussion of contemporary issues. 

• Field trips to focus on commons resources issues in the UK. 

• Workshops for a range of in-depth learning. 

• Exhibition of publishers and other organisations. 

Our aim is to encourage the different disciplines to learn from one another, to enhance 

understanding of how practitioners and researchers may influence the policy process, 

and to increase knowledge in relation to management of global commons. 

A constant comment in the feedback of IASC conferences is the need to enhance 

presentation skills of delegates giving papers. This is doubly important as many papers 

must be presented in the ‘aqua vitae’ sessions which only allow for seven minutes per 

presentation. A presentation skills workshop, organised by Phil Gravestock, Director of 

Learning Enhancement and Teaching Support at the University of Gloucestershire, 

will run during the first three days of the conference. This will operate on the basis of a 

sign-up sheet at the reception desk. Delegates must indicate a time they will attend. 

The clinic will provide the following support: 

• someone to listen and critique oral presentations; 

• assistance with developing PowerPoint slides; 

• assistance in identifying key aspects of a paper for presentation; 

• support in techniques of public speaking.
